DID YOU KNOW…?
Temescal Valley was home to 
Indians, Spanish and 
Mexican settlers and 
English-speaking pioneers, 
long before the cities of 
Corona and Riverside were 
established.

     The word “Temescal” 
comes from the Aztec teme, 
“to bathe”, and calli, “house”, 
and refers to the sweat 
houses first 
built by the 

Indians here at 
the natural hot springs. 
 Riverside County’s First House 
was located near Lawson Drive and 
Temescal Canyon Road.  It was built by 
Leandro Serrano, son of a soldier in 
Father Junipero Serra’s first expedition 
into California.
 The famous Butterfield Overland Stage 

stopped at Greenwades 
Station just four miles 
north of Glen Ivy along 
the Emigrant Trail from 
St. Louis to San 
Francisco.

 Horse Thief Canyon 
was named after a chase 
through the canyon for the 
bandit, Joaquin Murietta 
and his gang.
 Wyatt Earp’s father, 

Nick, helped chase grizzly bears away from beehives at 
Greenwade’s Station.  Encounters with grizzlies, cinna-
mon bears, raccoons, lynxes, cougars, 
pumas and bobcats were common 
among travelers and settlers here.
